living. Several lounges with multiple atmospheres benefit from a surface area of approximately 150sqm

divided between two first lounges and an open-plan living room. The mix of materials and the extraordinary

volumes are impressive. A fireplace adds a touch of warmth and invites conviviality. A mezzanine overlooks

the main living room and allows for an office. The possibilities are endless in these spaces. The whole opens

onto the exterior between terraces and garden.
